Midweek – by agreement.

Daily Hire 6pm first day until 4pm the day after.
Provisional Bookings
A Provisional Booking may be re-allocated if not confirmed in writing with the deposit within 21 days of being made. 
Deposits

A deposit of £l00 per Building Hire period is payable upon booking. Deposits are non-returnable. The balance of the Building Hire cost is payable in advance and should arrive not later than FOUR WEEKS before your visit. A deposit of £10 per campsite is payable on booking. The balance cost is due on your date of hire.
Cancellations

Full fees will be payable for a cancellation made within 8 weeks of the date of your visit.  You are advised to insure against the possibility of a cancellation.

Building Recharges

In the event of part of the building being left unsatisfactory a charge may be raised towards cleaning / repair / replacement costs.  Our aim is to provide a building that you would be happy to enter at the beginning of your hire.

If you intend to book one of the buildings please ensure that you sign and date declaration (1) on the booking form.

Child Protection Code Of Practice
Bradley Wood is a Scout Camp Site and as such all users must agree to abide by the Scout Association’s Child Protection code of practice.  This code is contained on the enclosed ‘Young People First’ card.  In particular it must be understood that any contravention of the code of practice could lead to the Scout Association initiating its own reporting and referral procedures.  If your organisation has its own child protection code of practice, please supply us with a copy.

Prior to any booking being accepted you must sign and date declaration (2) on the booking form.

Insurance
Scout Association Insurance ONLY covers members of the Scout Association.  If you are a non Scout Association organisation YOU ARE NOT COVERED BY US and must arrange your own insurance cover for everything involved during your stay at the site.

If this affects your group you must sign and date declaration (3) on the booking form before we accept your booking.

Other ‘Scouts’
If your ‘Scout’ organisation is not recognised by the World Organisation of Scout Movements you are not permitted to use this campsite

Dogs

The owners of all dogs must abide by the following rules

· All dogs must be kept under close control

· Dogs are not permitted in buildings whilst on hire

· The owner is solely responsible for any loss or damage caused by their dog and must clear up any excrement

· Any dog performing an authorised function on the site is allowed access to all areas of the site. These functions [security, demonstrations, guide dogs etc] must be agreed with the warden or  manager before entering the site

· All dogs must be kept on lead unless agreed by the warden

· The warden or Manager reserve the right to exclude any dog from the site if in their opinion it posses a threat to the site or any person on the site
